A. State of Economy - International and Domestic
The persistent trade frictions, uncertainty in policy and
weakness in the consumer sentiment continue to affect
the global growth. The tariff pause by the USA has served
as a breather as it helped the USA and China; the two
biggest economies reach trade agreement to cut their
tariff by 115% for a period of 90 days. USA also struck
deal with UK resulting in lower tariffs on British steel,
aluminum, and automobiles. The trade talks with other
major trading partners of USA like Japan, South Korea.
India and European Union are in different stages. The
tariff orders have been subjected to legal scrutiny. The US
Court of Appeals has stayed the orders of country’s Court
of International Trade, which had ruled the tariff order
as beyond the constitutional authority. As per World
Economic Outlook (International Monetary Fund), the
global progress on last mile of disinflation has stalled.

While the Russia- Ukraine conflict continued
unabated, our military conflict with Pakistan is
likely to have adverse economic impact on both the
countries. With the Gross Domestic Product of our
country being 10.5 times of Pakistan (in year 2024), the
country can sustain it more efficiently. In comparison,
over past decade, Pakistan’s GDP has been stagnant
(rather declined in the year 2019, 2020 and 2023) and
inflation has been soaring. Pakistan has taken recourse
to immediate disbursement of $1 billion from its
borrowings of S 7 billion from Extended Fund Facility
(EFF) of IMF sanctioned in September 2024. The IMF
review has stated, “The policy efforts of Pakistan under
the EFF have already delivered significant process in
stabilizing the economy and rebuilding confidence
amidst challenging global environment”. The IMF has
also approved access of another $1.4 billion to Pakistan
under a separate facility.

The sale of dollars to curb volatility in Rupee has
led to robust increase in earnings of RBI in the financial
year 2024-25. The sharp rise in the prices of gold and
appreciation in prices of govt. securities held by RBI also
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contributed to its earning. After a review (internal) of
Economic Capital Framework (ECF), as recommended
by the Jalan Committee,

therisk provisioning under the Contingent Risk Buffer
has been expanded within a range of 4.5% to 7.5%
of RBI’s Balance Sheet. The RBI’s Board has approved
a dividend of Rs. 2.69 lakh Crore to the Govt. of India
for the year 2024-25. The increase in dividend is 27%
higher than the amount of Rs. 2.11 lakh crore disbursed
in previous year. The revised ECF provides requisite
flexibility year-on-year to the Central Board in the
maintenance of risk buffers, considering the prevailing
macroeconomic and other factors. According to data
released by the National Statistics Office (NSO), Ministry
of Statistics and Programme Implementation (MoSPI),
the GDP growth for Jan-March 2025 quarter exceeded
expectations at 7.4%,. However, the real growth for the
Year 2024-25 is estimated to be only 6.5%, lowest in four
years. The All India Consumer Price Index (year-on-year)
recorded further moderation in its increase to 3.16% in
April 2025 (with decline of 18 basis points compared to
3.34% in March 2025), the lowest year on year inflation
after July 2019. The annual inflation rate of 4.6 % during
the year 2024 was also the lowest (except three years of
2016 to 2018) in a decade. The prices of food products
have continued to decline and the Consumer Food Price
Index dropped to 1. 78% in April 2025 from the peak of
10.87% registered in October 2024.

Vegetables, Eggs and Pulses price contributed
to the decline. The rural areas registered a lower
increase in inflation compared to urban areas. With
major contribution from Punjab, Madhya Pradesh and
Haryana, Govt. agencies procured about 30 Million
Tonnes (MT) (Target 31.2 MT), of wheat during the
current Rabi Marketing Season (2025-26).In the
backdrop of below the target procurement in last 3
years this augurs well. The increase is the result of both
Minimum Support Price (MSP) and higher yield. Wheat
(beside Paddy) has received priority in support for plant

breeding and research. The HD-3385 variety of Wheat
(Year 2023) has a higher average vyield of 59.7 Quintal per
hectares (compared to the most popular variety PBW-343
for around three decads), resistant to all rusts and can be
sown at any stage (early, normal and even late). There was
a record procurement of 43.3 MT in 2021-22 Season.

Gol has announced the MSP of 14 Kharif Crops with
substantial increase in prices of Ragi, Jowar and Oilseed
crops. It also declared the Fair and Remunerative Price
(FRP) of sugarcane for the 2025-26 Season at Rs. 355 per
quintal (increase of 4.41%) based on a basic recovery
rate of 10.25%. In the microfinance sector, a deliberate
and calibrated shift by lenders has resulted in gross loan
portfolio declining to Rs. 3.81 lakh crore as on March
2025 from Rs. 4.42 lakh crore a year ago. However,
income uncertainties and increased borrowings from
multiple sources have led to massive surge in loan
delinquency from Rs. 16379 Crore to Rs. 43075 Crore
during the same period.

The Niti Ayog in its Report has called for a push
to medium sized firms through dedicated financing
scheme, streamlining R&D efforts and expansion of
cluster based quality testing.

B. RBI’s Supervision - Improved UCBs’ Environment

1. RBI is entrusted with the task of regulation and
supervision of the activities of UCBs. The focused
supervision of the agency has improved its functional
environment. As a punitive measure, RBI has been
exercising its power of issuing Direction under Section
35A read with Section 56 of the Banking Regulation
Act, 1949 as an important tool. The Directions are
necessitated to protect the interest of depositors of
the bank and normally is an outcome of regulatory
/ supervisory concerns emanating from the adverse
functioning of the concerned bank.

2. The All Inclusive Directions issued by RBI has the
effect of restricting the normal functioning of the Bank.
The Directions normally place embargo on grant or even
renewal of loans and advances, making fresh investment,
incurring liabilities of any sort like borrowing of funds
and acceptance of fresh deposits as well even make

payments to discharge their existing liabilities. Any such
action on the partis subject to approval from RBI during
the period a Bank is placed under Direction.

3. The most important effect of the Direction is on
the depositor of the Bank who are permitted withdrawal
of their deposits only to the limited extent specified by
RBI in its Direction for a particular bank. As such, the
basic purpose of maintaining a deposit account with a
bank is defeated for the customer and RBI Direction has
the effect of turning the life of customer topsy turvy.
There have been instances of bank depositors agitating
in public against such a move. Since RBI initiates
such action in extreme cases, there have been only a
few instances where the ceiling amount of deposit
withdrawal has been increased during the period a bank
is under Direction.

4. In India, the public deposits with banks are
insured by the Deposit Insurance and Credit Guarantee
Corporation up to Rs. 5 lakh with effect from 04
February 2020. The insurance claims are admitted after
liguidation of the bank. Keeping in view the difficulties
faced by the depositors, Govt. of India amended the
provisions of Deposit Insurance and Credit Guarantee
Corporation Act, 1961 effective from September 2021,
which provided for payment of insurance claim even
in respect of Banks placed under RBI Direction. This
Amendment was of immediate help to the depositors of
21 UCBs under RBI Direction at the end of August 2021.
The banks, having restricted withdrawal of deposit, are
required to submit a list of outstanding deposit of each
depositor to the DICGC. The DICGC verifies the claim
and secures willingness of concerned depositor for
payment of the insured amount. A time limit of 90 days
is stipulated such exercise.

5. The dealing of a depositor with a Bank is a kind of
“relationship” and particularly in case of a Cooperative
Bank because of ownership and/or local area of operation.
So, a depositor does not intend to cease the relationship
easily and expects the Bank to improve as to secure
normal functioning. A review of the status of 21 UCBs
under Direction at the time of 2021 Amendment to DICGC
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Act, 1961 throws some light on this aspect.

6. The review reveals that the faith of the depositors
in their Bank has been revived in some cases as banks
have improved, leading to RBI withdrawing its Direction.
A unique case in this regard is that of Maharashtra based
Padmashri Dr. Vitthalrao Vikhe Patil Co-op. Bank Ltd.,
Nashik, which was under RBI Direction for approximately
7 years. RBI has withdrawn its Direction allowing normal
functioning of the Bank from close of business on 16 May
2025. Hindu Cooperative Bank Ltd., Pathankot, Punjab is
another Bank from the list, which also received RBI nod
for normal functioning. The Direction issued to half a
dozen UCBs in later years has also been withdrawn by
RBI during last two financial years.

7. Merger and amalgamation of UCBs have also
brought relief to the depositors of many UCBs placed
under Direction. One such case is the merger of PMC
Bank, which received a lot of public attention,with Unity
Small Finance Bank. The amalgamation of Maratha
Sahakari Bank Ltd, Mumbai with another major UCB viz.
The Cosmos Cooperative Bank Ltd. also helped bring
relief to the depositors of this old Mumbai based UCB
established before independence (in 1946). Two more UCBs
out of the list of 21 (when DICGC Amendment came into
effect ) were also merged by the Registrar of Cooperative
Societies of concerned State. Some UCBs, which came
under RBI Direction in last 3 years like Sahebrao Deshmukh
Co-operative Bank Ltd., Mumbai, Anjangaon Surji Nagari
Sahakari Bank Ltd., Amravati , Maharashtra, The Rajapur
Sahakari Bank Ltd., Mumbai have also been amalgamated
providing relief to their depositors.

8. All this suggests that In order to serve the
depositors’ interest in more effective manner, RBI has
been quick in deciding the fate of the banks under RBI
Direction in recent years. This hasresulted in a situation
where out of 21 UCBs (when DICGC Amendment came
into effect ), license of 13 UCBs have been cancelled
over a period of time. The remaining two UCBs continue
to be under direction even now. As indicated above, the
depositors of 6 banks got relief because of withdrawal
of Direction (2 UCBs) and merger/ amalgamation of 4
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such UCBs.

9. RBI has continued to follow its endeavour in the
current financial year 2025-26, as it has cancelled the
banking license of five UCBs which were under Direction.
Maharashtra based Karmala Urban Co-operative Bank
Ltd., Solapur, which was under this category for about
3 years, has received RBI nod for normal functioning
during current financial year. The depositors of
Sawantwadi Urban Co-operative Bank Ltd., Sawantwadi
(Maharashtra), which was under RBI Direction for about
2 years, got relief as the Bank has been amalgamated
with another UCB. RBI efforts have led to reduction
in number of such banks and there were only 16 UCBs
under RBI All Inclusive Direction as at the end of May
2025,. This includes Shimsha Sahakara Bank Niyamitha,
Maddur, Mandya District, Karnataka whose license was
cancelled by RBI in July 2024. The Bank continues under
RBI Direction because of a stay by Hon’ble Karnataka
High Court on RBI Order. Out of these 16, half of them
have been placed under RBI Direction only recently ( FY
2024-25 and 2025-26). It can be concluded that the close
monitoring and prompt action by RBI in respect of the
UCBs has improved the public faith in these banks.

C. Regulatory and other Guidelines

1. Digital Lending RBI has been issuing guidelines to
address concerns relating to unfair business conduct (viz.
mis-selling, breach of privacy, exorbitant charges and
unethical recovery practices, etc.) due to engagement of
third parties in digital lending. RBI (May 2025) has issued
Reserve Bank of India (Digital Lending) Directions, 2025
with a view to to protect the customers’ interest. The
Direction, inter-alia, requires banks to retain records
like economic profile of the borrower, age, occupation
and income details, for audit purposes.

Further, automatic increase in credit limit can be
provided only after explicit request is received from the
borrower, evaluated and kept on record.

2. Fraud Monitoring System (FMS) - Returns RBI had
issued a Master Direction on Fraud Risk Management
for Cooperative Banks/in July 2024. The Direction
provides for reporting requirements in respect of Rural
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Cooperative Banks to be furnished in the manner and
format decided by NABARD. Accordingly, NABARD (May
2025) has communicated the Rural Cooperative Banks
to furnish details of incidents of fraud through returns
on Fraud Monitoring System (FMS) and the incidents of
theft, burglary, dacoity and robbery through Returns on
Bank Robbery (RBR) to NABARD. The banks have been
provided detailed guidelines in this regard.

3. Streamlining of Resolution Process in Ensure Module

The Supervised Entities of NABARD have been
submitting their returns on the dedicated online
platform of ENSURE for about a decade. The platform
has been updated last year to enhance the user
experience. NABARD (May 2025) has advised all SEs to
submit complaints/issues/queries regarding returns,
reports or any other operational issues faced in the
portal pertaining to the Department of Supervision
only through the ENQUIRE (ENSURE QUeries and Issues
REsolution) interface available in the portal.

4. Installation of Solar Rooftop System

NABARD (May 2025) has expanded the scope of
its Special Refinance Scheme for installation of Solar
Rooftop System for residential sector. Now the elevated
ground mounted structures on building of Primary
Agricultural Cooperative Societies, government and
public institutions (e.g school and hospital buildings)
with bank credit, are also eligible under the Scheme.

E. Legal Corner

Indian Contract Act - Section 171 - General lien of
Bankers — Loan Agreement providing Lien and Right
of Set Off against Assets of the Borrower and Co-
Borrower - Transfer of Property Act, 1882 - Section 60
of the - Right of Mortgagor to Redeem

1. A proprietor Sri S. Balaji obtained a bank loan for
purchase of lorry for transport of LPG. The loan was repaid
fully and the borrower applied for No Objection Certificate
and release of title documents. The bank refused to do so
as Sri S. Balaji was a co-borrower in another loan disbursed
by the bank and the same was unpaid. Hence, the Bank had
marked a lien on NOC and refused release of documents as
per a clause in the loan agreement between the borrower
and the bank providing banker’s lien and right of set off
against asset of borrower and co-borrower. RBI Banking
Ombudsman rejected the borrower’s complaint in view
of clause in the loan agreement. The borrower filed a Writ
Petition against the same.

2. The Bank contended that the liability of the
borrower petitioner as a coborrower / guarantor is
coextensive with the liability of the loan availed by
another borrower. Hence both of them are jointly and
severally liable to pay the balance outstanding. The
Bank claimed that it is entitled to combine all accounts
of the borrowers for recovery of its dues and withhold
the NOC. It also submitted that apart from the banker’s
general lien, there was an express agreement by the
petitioner, (specific clause inthe Loan Agreement and
other clauses), which enabled the bank to combine both
loan agreements and withhold the No Due Certificate,
as long as the other loan was outstanding.

3. Though RBI Banking Ombudsman had submitted
its counter affidavit, the High Court did not consider
the same. It relied upon the judgment of the Hon’ble
Supreme Court in Durga Hotel Complex Vs. Reserve
Bank of India, which held that RBI Banking Ombudsman,
at best, is an authority or tribunal of limited jurisdiction
constituted under the Scheme. The Ombudsman is not
expected to defend its order.

4. It was argued on behalf of the borrower that the
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mortgage was specifically with reference to the first loan
alone and when the entire amount is repaid, the mortgagor
has a right of redemption. In such cases, a Bank does not
have such a power of lien with reference to the NOC or
the title deeds. It relied upon judgment of the Hon-ble
Bombay High Court in FA Construction Vs. Union Bank of
India whereunder it has been held that if at the time of
depositing the title deeds, there was no contract to extend
the security to the other loans,there cannot be any clog
on the right of redemption under the Transfer of Property
Act. The Court further held that the creditor can always
approach the Court for attachment or claim such other
relief as may be permissible in law.

5. The High Court in its decision relied upon past judgements
of Bombay High Court and Orissa High Court in cases of similar
type. In M.Shanthi Vs. Bank of Baroda, the Bombay High Court
held the view that the bank cannot exercise right of lien to secure
any other liabilities of the mortgagor by retaining the documents
of the mortgagor or guarantor, which are deposited with an
intention to secure a particular loan transaction. Lien is primarily
considered as a right to retain security. Like wise, Orissa High Court
in Aleka Sahoo Vs. Poori Urban Co.Operative Bank Limited has
held that right of lien can be exercised in cases where the person
is only the principal debtor and where he is not a guarantor. The
Delhi High Court also in Indus Sor Urja Private Limited vs Indian
Bank has taken a view that so long as the other account involves
a different capacity and when the payers of the loan are different
persons, the Bank cannot combine the same.

6. The Madras high Court also opined that the
right of General Lien to Bankers under Section 171 of
the Contract Act is a recognition of such right under
English Mercantile Law and therefore the decision of
Court in England with reference to the issue would also
hold good in such cases. The High Court referred the
judgements in Wolstenholm

v. Sheffield Union Banking Co. Ltd., (1886) wherein
it was held that the Bank cannot exercise such lien
over the private property of a partner for satisfying the
general balance of account of his firm.

7. The Madras High Court came to the conclusion
that the nature of the loan for which the deposit of title
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deeds was made individually by the petitioner (S.Balaji)
is different from another loan (where Balaji was
co~borrower) and therefore, the Bank is not entitled to
invoke the right of lien. The Bank was directed to issue
No Objection Certificate and hand over the copies of the
title deeds to the borrower. It also held that the bank
can always approach the Court for attachment or claim
such other relief as may be permissible in law.

Schedule Status - UCBs : Govt. of India had issued
a Notification in September 2023 making UCBs in Tier
3 and Tier 4 banks, subject to conditions, eligible for
Scheduled Bank status by RBI. RBI (May 2025) has
revived the long awaited process after a gap of more
than two decades and granted the status of a Scheduled
Bank to Vishweshwar Sahakari Bank, Pune, a multi-state
cooperative bank. The inclusion increases the number
of Cooperative Bank in list of Scheduled Bank to 50. The
recognition enhances bank’s prestige and would enable
its access to funds at lower rates from the RBI, etc.

F. Punitive Action

1. License cancellation : RBI (May 2025) cancelled
the license of HCBL Co-operative Bank Ltd., Lucknow
with effect from the close of business on 19 May 2025.
The Bank was under RBI Direction for more than 2 years
and there was restriction on any withdrawal of deposit
for the customers. More than 98% of the depositors
are expected to receive their outstanding deposit in
full as the same is insured with DICGC. The remaining
depositors would be required to await the outcome of
liguidation proceedings of the bank.

2. Voluntary amalgamation : UCBs Consequent upon
sanction of the Scheme of Amalgamation of Sawantwadi
UrbanCo-operativeBankLtd.,Sawantwadi(Maharashtra)
with TJSB Sahakari Bank Ltd. (Maharashtra) by the RBI,
the branches of the bank are now functioning as the
branches of TJSB Sahakari Bank Ltd. (Maharashtra).
Sawantwadi Urban Co-operative Bank Ltd., Sawantwadi
(Maharashtra) was under RBI Direction for about two
years (since June 2023) and the depositors were not

permitted any withdrawal.

4. All Inclusive Direction

a. Inclusion : During the month, RBI (May 25) has
brought The Yashwant Co-operative Bank Ltd., Phaltan,
Satara, Maharashtra under its All Inclusive Direction
restricting its banking activities. The Direction, inter-alia,
restricts any withdrawal to the depositors. RBI has also
indicated that absence of concrete efforts to address the
supervisory concerns raised with the Board of Directors
and Senior Management of the Bank to protect the interest
of depositors, has necessitated its action.

b. Withdrawal : The depositors of Maharashtra based
Padmashri Dr. Vitthalrao Vikhe Patil Coop. Bank Ltd., Nashik
heaved a sigh of relief after a period of approximately seven
years as RBI has withdrawn its Direction in respect of the
UCB with effect from 16 May 2025. The Bank was under
RBI Direction since 19 May 2018 and the depositors were
permitted only a nominal withdrawal since then.

c. Extension : RBI has extended validity of its Direction
expiring during May 2025 in respect of Sri Guru Raghavendra
Sahakara Bank Niyamitha, Bengaluru,Karnataka. Its
Direction was also extended in respect of Shimsha Sahakara
Bank Niyamitha, Maddur, Mandya District, Karnataka,
whose cancellation of license by RBI in July 2024, has been
stayed by the Hon’ble High Court of Kanataka. The bank has
since been retained under the Direction.

5. Monetary Penalty

a. Murshidabad District Central Cooperative Bank Ltd.,
West Bengal was among the five DCCBs imposed monetary
penalty during the month (May 2025). The bank was
imposed penalty of Rs. 2.10 lakh as it had failed to carry out
periodic review of risk categorisation of accounts, conduct
periodic updation of KYC of its customers; and furnish credit
information of its borrowers to the Credit Information
Companies. The Karnataka Central Co-operative Bank Ltd,
Dharwad, and The Shimoga District Co-operative Central
Bank Ltd. (both in Karnataka) were penalized Rs. 2.00 lakh
and 1.00 lakh respectively for sanction of director related
loans. The Aska Central Co-operative Bank Ltd., Aska,
Odisha received a penalty of paltry sum of Rs. 0.10 lakh for
its failure to furnish credit information of its customers to

any of the Credit Information Companies.

b. Acceptance of fresh deposits by Jammu Central
Coop. Bank in violation of specific direction attracted
monetary penalty of Rs.1 lakh.

c. 11 UCBs were also imposed monetary penalty
during the month, for reasons as under: -

Failure to

a. Transfer eligible unclaimed amounts to the
Depositor Education and Awareness Fund

within prescribed time

b. Carry out periodic review of risk categorisation of
certain accounts at least once in six months

c. Undertake periodic updation of KYC of its customers

d. Upload the KYC records of certain customers
onto Central KYC Records Registry (CKYCR) within the
prescribed timeline

e. Adhere to prudential inter-bank (gross) exposure limit

f. Submit the statutory returns to RBI within the
prescribed timeline

ii. Sanction of Director related loan

iii. Regularisation of Non- Performing Accounts
(NPAs) without repayment through genuine sources

iv. Opening of savings deposit accounts in the name
of ineligible entities

v. Levy of penal charges for non-maintenance of
minimum balance in savings bank account, without
notifying the customers by SMS / email / letter, etc. In
non-adherence to directions under Supervisory Action
Framework, an UCB had breached the single exposure
limit applicable for fresh loans and advance as also
sanctioned such loans, not backed by collateral security
of term deposits / NSCs / KVPs / insurance policies.

G. Others

Shared Services Entity for Rural Cooperatives With
a view to provide shared IT infrastructure including
a centralized MIS server, cybersecurity solutions,
etc. to the Rural Cooperative Banks in the country, a
Shared Service Entity is being established as a private
limited company. The share capital of the entity is
to be contributed by NABARD, NCDC and the Rural
Cooperative Banks in equal share.
